Books
I am currently writing a book about Russian debates in the area of pedagogy from 1870 to 1970.  This book trains its sights on the problem of contested visions regarding the ultimate aims of public education in Russia and the Soviet Union.  I ask what kind of human products participants in this debate sought to mold through education, looking at such qualities as analytical skills, worldview, autonomy-individualism-collectivism, and civic consciousness (citizenship vs. subjecthood).  Its title, 'Curiosity for Its Own Sake': Education and the Struggle for Russia's Future, derives from the accusation levelled against the natural science pedagogue Boris Evgen'evich Raikov that led to his arrest and exile to the Baltic-White Sea Canal Project.
